Daughter’s rash healed

FEW HOURS AFTER DINNER | NOTICED MY

daughter had been very quiet upstairs. | went to

say hello and see what she was up to. | found her

in the bathtub, in obvious discomfort and fright-
ened. She was covered with a rash from head to toe. My
immediate reaction was great love for my daughterand a re-
fusal to accept that she could be in any danger. My love for
her wanted to see her free from whatever this condition was
as quickly as possible. Our family has seen in so many ways
that the power of God is the most effective cure for all kinds
of iliness and problem:s.

I moved my daughter into a more comfortable situation,
helping her get dried off and into bed. She and | talked about
how God is really the only power. We reasoned that a perfect
God, Mind, could only be knowing His own thoughts, and
that perfect Mind produces perfect thoughts. If Mind is
doing the knowing and creating, and Mind is good, then
only good comes from God. Only that which is cause pro-
duces effect. God is the only cause, and man is His effect.
Perfect God creates perfect man. Then, sickness couldn't be
what God knows and isn't what man experiences.

The Bible records God as saying, “I am the Lord, and
there is none else, there is no God beside me” (Isa. 45:5). Our
course of mental action seemed clear to me. We needed to
stick to God and to what He knows to be true. Science and
Health with Key to the Scriptures by Mary Baker Eddy urges:
“Keep distinctly in thought that man is the offspring of God,
not of man; that man is spiritual, not material; that Soul is
Spirit, outside of matter, never in it, never giving the body
life and sensation. It breaks the dream of disease to under-
stand that sickness is formed by the human mind, not by
matter nor by the divine Mind” (p. 396).

Christian Science teaches me that the healing art of Love
is an eternal, usable, scientific law. | understood my daugh-
ter was being loved by her Father-Mother God, and only His
thoughts could have an effect on her experience. | decided
to accept only thoughts about my daughter that her per-
fect Parent, God, could be knowing, as best | could. | kept

distinctly in thought that she is God’s child and spiritual.
Mind alone is real and outlines the nature of divine Love—
grace, health, peace.

Through the night | prayed, staying by her side as she
dozed. Her trust in God to help her buoyed my own prayer.

| kept thinking about and trying to understand and apply:

Mind alone, not matter, has power to
produce an effect. | reasoned through this statement all the
next day as my daughter’s condition improved dramatically.
In the middle of the night, however, she started to take a turn
for the worse. | humbly prayed to God to show me what
| needed to understand. The answer came as my thought
turned to thinking about the healing works of Christ Jesus.
He never gave in to the physical symptoms; he rebuked
them at every encounter. | realized |, too, had the mental
fortitude from God as His reflection to strongly rebuke the
physical evidence of sickness and rejoice in God’s complete
love for and power over my daughter. After fifteen minutes
or so, my daughter was peaceful, and by morning she was
completely healed. She even went as planned to a party for
a friend later that day.

Here's something from a wonderful book called No
and Yes by Mrs. Eddy: “Disease is more than imagination; it
is a human error, a constituent part of what comprise the
whole of mortal existence, — namely, material sensation
and mental delusion. But an erring sense of existence, or
the error of belief, named disease, never made sickness
a stubborn reality. On the ground that harmony is the truth
of being, the Science of Mind-healing destroys the feasibil-
ity of disease; hence error of thought becomes fable instead
of fact” (p. 4). Through praying with love and trust in God
we saw Christ-healing appear in our lives, tangibly. It was
Christ working within us, demanding that Love be seen as
the only power.
